Gul llgaz'in yeni uretimlerini bir araya getiren “Goélge Fisiltilan” sergisi, merkezine
dogadan ilham alan sanatsal surecleri konumlarken, hareketle uyumlanma, kendine
taniklik etme ve bedenlenme kavramlari etrafinda sekilleniyor.

2000'li yillarin basindan beri calismalarinda fotograf, dijital mudahaleli imgeler, video ve
yerlestirmeler kullanan llgaz, yeni sergisi icin materyal ve dusuUnsel arastirmalarini cesitli
hareket ve somatik pratiklerden damittigi tecrubelerle derinlestiriyor.

Karatorligund ipek Ulusoy Akgiil'iin Ustlendigi “Gélge Fisiltilarnt”, lgaz'in 2024-2025
arasl Urettigi sergiyle ayni adi taslyan cizim, fotograf, monoprint, kumas yerlestirme ve
performans videosundan olusuyor. Sergideki eserler, sanatginin ¢alismalarinin
omurgasini olusturan kisisel deneyimlerinin bir uzantisi niteliginde.

Merdiven Art Space'in iki katina yayilan bu serginin merkezinde, fotografin deneysel
kullanimi, performans ve temsiliyet arasindaki dinamik iliski yer aliyor. Ilgaz'in guncel
calismalari, Ege cografyasinin, sanat¢inin bedeninin, bir zeytin agacinin yapraklarinin ve
golgesinin c¢esitli izlerini tasirken izleyiciyi empatik bir etkilesim alanina davet ediyor.

Sanatcinin hareket sonrasi bir zeytin golgesinde aciga ¢ikan bilingli farkindalik adinda,
defterine dUsen bir zeytin dali gdlgesini resmetmesi, topladigi yapraklarla fotografik
imaji ve bunlari kendi beden imgeleriyle katmanlastiriimasi, kendiliginden ve sezgisel
olanin temsiline dair siirsel bir anlatim sunuyor.

llgaz'in katildigi bir otantik hareket atdlyesinde gerceklestirdigi 6zgun performansin
Merdiven Art Space'te yeniden canlandirilmasiyla olusan mekana 6zgu performans
videosu da bu sergiyle ilk kez izleyiciyle bulusuyor.

Sanatsal yaratim sUrecinin baslangici olarak hareketi ve dogayi alan “Gélge Fisiltilan”,
eski formlarin ¢cdzUlmesi ve kdkten yeniden canlanmanin temsili zeytin agaci
sembolizmi ile izleyiciye yas ve nesenin birlikteligini sunuyor.
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Gul llgaz (d. 1962, istanbul) calismalari fotograf, video ve yerlestirme alanlarinda
yogunlasan bir sanatcidir. Ilgaz 1981 yilini gecirdigi Paris'in sanat ortamindan derinden
etkilenerek sanat egitimini TUrkiye'ye dénduikten sonra girdigi Mimar Sinan Universitesi
Guzel Sanatlar Fakultesi'nin Resim BolUmu’'nde 1988'de tamamladi. llgaz daha sonra
Bard College’in Yazi ve Dusunce programi (1992) ve Banff Center sanat¢l programina
(2004) katildi. Eserleri, 2003'te duzenlenen 50. Venedik Bienali'nde Turkiye Pavyonu'nun
yani sira Avrupa, Amerika ve Asya'da bircok uluslararasi sergide yer aldi. Sanatcinin yakin
gecmis sergileri arasinda “Bir Anlik Yokluk” (Galerist, 2023) ve 11. Biennale Hors Normes
(Lyon, 2025) sayilabilir. Uzun yillar Robert Kolej'de sanat 6gretmenligi yapan llgaz'in
eserleri istanbul Modern Sanat Muzesi'nin koleksiyonu basta olmak Uzere pek cok

WHISPERING SHADOW

The exhibition “Whispering Shadow”, which brings together Gl llgaz's new works,
concentrates on artistic processes inspired by nature and unfolds around the notions of
embodiment, self-witnessing and attunement through movement.

Since the early 2000s, Ilgaz has worked with photography, digitally-altered images,
video, and installations. For this new exhibition, the artist deepens her material and
conceptual research through experiences distilled from various movement and somatic
practices.

Curated by ipek Ulusoy Akgiil, the exhibition comprises drawings, photographs,
monoprints, fabric installations, and a performance video that share the same title as
the exhibition and were produced by llgaz between 2024 and 2025. These works serve as
an extension of the artist's personal experiences, which form the core of her artistic
practice.

At the heart of this two-story exhibition at Merdiven Art Space lies the dynamic
relationship between the experimental use of photography, performance, and
representation. llgaz’'s recent works carry traces of the Aegean landscape, the artist's
own body, along with the leaves and shadows of an olive tree, inviting the viewer into a
field of empathetic resonance.

The artist's depiction of an olive branch shadow that fell on her sketch book during a
mindful moment after movement, the transformation of the photographic image of the
leaves collected by llgaz and the multi-layering of visual language with her own body
images, evoke a poetic representation of the spontaneous and the intuitive.

The site-specific performance video, which reinterprets an original performance during
an authentic movement workshop and reenacted at Merdiven Art Space, is also
presented to the public for the first time in this exhibition.
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Taking movement and nature as the starting point of artistic creation, “Whispering
Shadow” presents the synthesis of mourning and joy through the symbolism of the
olive tree, representing the dissolution of old forms and the deep regeneration of life.

Gul llgaz (b. 1962, istanbul) is an artist whose practice revolves around photography,
video and installation. llgaz was deeply influenced by the art scene of Paris where she
lived in 1981. In 1998, she graduated from the Painting department of Mimar Sinan
University which she entered upon her return to Turkey. She later completed the Writing
and Thinking Program at Bard College (1992) and the Banff Center’s artist residency
program (2004). In addition to the 50th Venice Biennial's Turkish Pavilion, llgaz's works
have been exhibited in various international exhibitions in Europe, the US and Asia. “A
Momentary Absence” (Galerist, 2023) and 11th Biennale Hors Normes (Lyon, 2025) can be
considered among her most recent exhibitions. Having taught art at Robert College for
many years, llgaz is also featured in many leading public and private collections
including Istanbul Modern. https://www.gulilgaz.com/

Yasemin (artist and art therapist) will be moderated by ipek Ulusoy Akgul (Curator and
Co-founder of Consciously Curated).

This public event will take place on Saturday December 20, 16:00 at Merdiven Art
Space. Further details will be announced from the Consciously Curated ve Merdiven Art
Space Instagram accounts.

An artist book, featuring the ipek Ulusoy Akgul's extended curatorial text, will be
available in Turkish and English in the upcoming months.
